HEALTH OFFICERS REPORT FOR   - January (Kevin Sumner)

Kevin reported that the last H1N1 clinic will be Monday, February 22nd.  Demand is way down.  There are no reports of cases of H1N1.

Watchung Lake update – Robin visited old pollution site, took pictures.  She also called DEP.  They will be checking the site in the Spring.  If there is nothing there they will abandon it and if there is they will keep it in place.

REPORT OF REPRESENTATIVE TO MIDDLE BROOK –  

Question on whether or not Bound Brook has definitely decided to leave the Commission. Kevin said there is no final decision as of this date.  They don’t even have a proposal from the County.  Bill and Kevin met with the Bound Brook President, Vice President and Mayor and Council – the bottom line is it about money.  They want the lowest cost no matter what the services are.  They did say they will compare the services they receive from the Commission to those they will receive from the County.  
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Kevin has stressed to everyone that you really must make sure you are comparing apples to apples.  The Bound Brook Board of Health is very much in favor of staying with the Commission, it is the Mayor and Council who are not in favor of staying and they are the funders for the Board of Health.

The commission had their re-organization meeting with Bill Nehls continuing as President, Greg Reilly from Warren as Vice President and John Foray from Green Brook as Treasurer.

John asked if we get copies of the Commission minutes/notes.  We do not but it would be a good idea to get copies in case the Board has any questions.  Kevin thought this was a good idea and we will try to get the minutes.      

UNFINISHED BUSINESS-
There was a question on whether or not we had a response to our letters to Mr. Michael Kerwin and  Mr. Peter Wright inviting them to our April 21st meeting.  As of this date we have heard nothing and neither has Kevin.  Kevin has a meeting at the County on Friday and he will see if he can find out if they will be attending.

Fran spoke to Sean Whelan about another drug drop off day.  He will have to contact someone to see when it can be done.  She has not spoken to him since and she has left several messages for him.

NEW BUSINESS- 

Watchung Little League (Le Shack) – request for waiver of fee for Food Handler License.  Fran Ellis moved to approve the waiver, seconded by Bruce Ruck.  All were in favor.  

Bob said it should be contingent on handlers being informed on proper handling of food and the person in charge should inform all who work at the Shack..  They should also be informed when there is a food recall if/when possible.  Kevin said Robin Key inspects and keeps up with this.  Kevin will follow up with Robin.  Bruce would like to see that the person in charge of the Shack are informed if there are any food recalls.  Middlebrook does that.  

CORRESPONDENCE:  

Questions on reports from Roxdane Kennels.  Can we get these reports in a more timely manner, monthly or at least quarterly.  Bruce asked if we can follow up when a dog is found in Watchung and returned to the owner in another town.  We do not have the authority to do this unless there is a dog bite involved.  Can we bill the owner if there is an after hours call?  If not, can something be instituted?  The animal control ordinance is a Borough Ordinance so any amendments would have to come through the Mayor and Council.  It could also include a fine for repeat offenders and those residents who do not have a license when their animal is picked up.  Everyone was in agreement that the pet owner should be responsible for any costs incurred for these animals.

 Kevin suggested The Board of Health write a letter to the Mayor and Council requesting the Laws and Ordinance Committee discuss the issue.
