REGULAR BUSINESS MEETING

MARCH 24, 2011

A Regular Business Meeting of the Green Brook Board of Health was held Thursday, March 24, 2011 at 7:00p.m. in the Township Building, 111 Greenbrook Road.

John Fourre called the meeting to order at 7:08pm.

Present at Roll Call were Natalie Farry, John King, Jon Fourre, Jerry Searfoss and R. Key.

Dr. Fourre announced that adequate notice of this meeting was posted on the bulletin board in the municipal building, was sent to the newspapers of record and was delivered to persons requesting same as required by law.

Motion to approve the minutes of meeting of December 2, 2010.  First motion was made by J. Searfoss Seconded by N. Farry.  Approved unanimously.
Motion to approve the minutes of meeting of January 27, 2011.  First motion was made by J. Searfoss and seconded by N. Farry.  Approved unanimously.

Since Ms. Cui’s background check came in the day of the meeting, she did not appear at the Green Brook BOH Meeting because at the time she was not eligible for approval.  Present at the Meeting was Sook K. Cho, Kye H Adasczk (Owner), Raymond Adasczik (Owner’s Husband).

Prior to the hearing R. Key mentioned that KM Corp (King Spa), was in court on 3/23/11 for having unlicensed women working as massage therapists and for having an illegal bedroom in the back.  They pled guilty to 2 of the summonses.  Seven hundred and fifty dollars was paid for each summons.  $15,030 Total.
Natalie Farry asked the Owner Ms. Adasczk why there were unlicensed women working in her business?  Mrs. Adasczk stated that the girls were filling in for each other.  N. Farry stated that the answer was inadequate. How can she operate a business without knowing that the massage therapists did not have licenses?
Ms. Adasczk was also asked where will the girls be staying if they can’t make it home?

Mr. Adasczk stated that they are using Green Brook Gardens Apartment (R7), No. Plainfield for that purpose. No one was sleeping over night at the salon.

J. Fourre asked J. Searfoss where the Township of Green Brook stood on writing an ordinance limiting the number of establishments?  Committeeman Searfoss will contact Borough Attorney Bill Cooper.  
R. Key mentioned tightening up the Massage license (i.e., there is no section prohibiting an owner from hiring unlicensed individuals to do massage.)
J. Fourre stated that he will approve the license under the condition that sanctions will be placed on this business if found to have unlicensed massage therapists working.  The license will be revoked. 

A vote was taken after discussion and both the massage therapist owner’s license and both therapists were unanimously approved.   
Since some of the Board of Health members did not receive the Tobacco Control Ordinance a vote will be taken on them at the next BOH meeting.  The fees ordinance will be reviewed at the next meeting as well. 

Meeting adjourned at 8:11 pm.  Motion approved by J. King and N. Farry.  The vote to end meeting was unanimous.
