Whereas: The New Jersey Poison Information and Education System (NJPIES), the regionally designated poison control center for the state of New Jersey, has been serving the citizens of New Jersey since 1983, and

Whereas: NJPIES responds to questions about a wide variety of medical problems and affects citizens throughout all walks of life and all areas of the state, and

Whereas: Over the past 27 years, research suggests that NJPIES has saved over $200 million in health care costs, and
Whereas: State funding from The New Jersey Department of Health and Senior Services for New Jersey’s only poison center, New Jersey Poison Information and Education System (NJPIES) has been cut by 32%, and
Whereas: Continued federal funding may now also be in jeopardy, since the funding from the State of New Jersey has decreased, and

Whereas: Governor Christie’s Transition Team has made a recommendation to consider closing the New Jersey Poison Information and Education System, and

Whereas: NJPIES is a necessary program that results in the saving lives and of huge amounts of health care funds;
Now Therefore Be It Resolved That: The Middle-Brook Regional Health Commission does encourage the State of New Jersey to restore funding, to find alternate sources to provide at least the local support at “maintenance level” sufficient to avoid the cut in federal support, and prevent future cuts in financial support.
