JANUARY 2011 MEETING MINUTES


Minutes of the South Bound Brook Board of Health Reorganization Meeting held    January 6, 2011 at Borough Hall, 12 Main Street, South Bound Brook, NJ 08880.

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM with a reading of the Open Public Meetings Law Statement by Health Officer Kevin Sumner.

At this time Borough Clerk, Donald Kazar administered the Oath of Office to Sue Warrelmann, Brenda King and Gert Epple for reappointment to the Board of Health.  They will each serve a three year term.

Health Officer Kevin Sumner asked for nominations for the Office of President.  Mrs. Barber nominated Mrs. Warrelmann this was seconded by Mrs. Smith.  No other nominations were made.  Motion by Mrs. King to close nominations, seconded by Ms. Epple.  Since there is only one nomination, all in favor, all ayes.

Board President asked for nominations for the Office of Vice President.  Mrs. Smith nominationed Ms. Epple for Vice President, seconded by Mrs. Barber.  No other nominations.   All in favor, all ayes.

Mrs. Warrelmann appointed Mrs. Lih to the Office of Secretary.

Ms. Robyn Key was appointed REHS for the Borough of South Bound Brook.

Mr. Kevin Sumner appointed Health Officer and Secretary for the MBRHC.  

Mrs. Warrelmann and Mrs. Lih will be the South Bound Brook Representatives to the Middle Brook Regional Health Commission with Ms. Epple as alternate.

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	-  There were a total of 86 births in 2010.  45 males and 41 females.  36 mariage liceses 		   were issued and 9 marriages were married in town.
	-  Mr. Kazar suggested that the Board of Health raise it’s fees for certified copies.  His 	  	   suggestion was a minimum of $10.00 possibily $15.00.
	-  Mr. Kazar’s certification as Registrar and Mrs. Lih’s as Deputy Registrar are up for 		   renewal.  They need to acquire 18 Continuing Education Credits within the next three 		   years to keep their certification.

	Mayor Terry Warrelmann
	-  Informed the Board that St. Hubert’s, our Animal Control provider, has raised their 		   annual rate to $16,000.00 this year.  Last year the rate was around $9,000.00.  Other 		   providers will be looked at. Mr. Kazar suggested that the Board may want to consider 		   raising the licensing fees for dogs and cats.  Mr. Sumner has also been looking into 		   raising fees and will probably talk about this at our March meeting.  
	-  The amendment to the Animal Control Ordinance prohibiting farm animals on 			   residential properties in town was also talked about.  This Ordinance was just approved 		   at a second reading with public hearing at the December Council Meeting.  It will take 		   effect this month.

	No other public response.

Mrs. Warrelmann closed the meeting to the public.

Approval of the Minutes:

	Motion by Mrs. Smith to approve the November 4, 2010 Meeting Minutes, seconded by 	Mrs. King, all in favor, all ayes.

Commission:

· Middlesex Board of Health has left the Commission and joined the Middlesex County Health Department.  There are now five towns in the Commission.

· The Commission is now housed in Green Brook.  The move went well and the unpacking and putting away is now going on.  

· Bound Brook has not made a decision on whether to stay or leave.  A decision is supposed to be made January 11th.  Bound Brook has made its 3rd quarter payment. They just need to pay the 4th quarter. Nancy Lanner is working part-time this month in Bound Brook doing inspections. 

· The Commission Meeting date has not been set.  It will probably be early February so that all of the Local Boards can have their representatives appointed.  
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Unfinished Business:

· Tobacco Control Ordinance – The Ordinance was not published after the first reading.  Mrs. Lih and either Mr. Kazar or Health Officer Sumner will work to get it done by March.

· Ms. Epple asked if any signs would be posted prohibiting ice skating on the Canal.  Signs have not been posted for several years.  Sometimes when signs are there it makes it more attractive to see how thick the ice is. 

· At our last meeting we approved the 2011 Commission Budget for South Bound Brook in the amount of $48,606.00 this included Middlesex as a member of the Commission.  Since that time Middlesex has left the Commission.  The new amount for South Bound Brook 	without Middlesex is $49,075..00.   Formal action needs to be taken on this change.  
	Motion by Mrs. Barber to accept the new dollar amount of $49,075.00 as South Bound 	Brook’s share of the Commission 2011 Budget, seconded by Ms. Epple, discussion.  Roll 	call vote taken, all ayes.  Mrs. Warrelmann congratulated Health Officer Sumner on the 	excellent job he did in keeping this Budget tight considering all the changes that have 	taken place.
	  
· Ms. Epple asked Health Officer Sumner how many staff members were lost?  Lost Ron Cohen a part-time REH inspector.  The part-time secretary Karen Wick was lost although Commission did approve retaining her as the secretary for the Commission for meeting purposes. Nancy Lanner is working half time.  Ms. Epple asked if all the clinics will be offered?  Yes, with the exception of the blood pressure clinics.  That will be reduced.

· Are there any other towns interested in joining the Commission was the question from Ms. Epple.  Branchburg has expressed an interest.  Health Officer Sumner has waited until all of our internal issues were settled to contact them and see what they are looking for.

New Business:

· Activities Reports for November and December were distributed and reviewed.
		The Decembeer 23rd item on Robyn’s report – there was a somewhat credible			threat to salad bars nationwide.  An effort was made to reach out to those 				businesses with salad bars to make them aware of the problem and securing the 			salad bars so they couldn’t be tampered with.

· Somerset County Health Departments have agreed to purchase Radon Kits at $7.00 a kit.  	They will be sold at that price.  Normally the charge is $18.00.  January is Radon 	Awareness Month.
