Ms. Epple asked about the Farm Animal 			   Ordinance.  Mrs. Warrelmann said that the Borough Council is working on that.
	-  Community Day – Ms. Epple reported on the number of people who stopped to pick 	  	   up information information provided by the Commission.  Other than the hand 			   sanitizers that were available, the most popular pamphlet was the one titled Middle 		   Brook Regional Health Commission.  Most people had no idea who we were and what 		   we do.  Having a table at Community Day was a good idea and thank you Health 		   Officer Sumner for all the handouts.

	   Ms. Epple asked Mr. Sumner what will happen to the offices if Middlesex is no longer 		   a member of the Commission.
