Commission Report:

	-  Health Officer Sumner distributed three copies of the “not so reader friendly annual 	  	   report”.  This is the section the Commission members wanted broken down how 		   much time is spent in each of the member towns performing inspections, handling 		   complaints etc.  The “reader friendly” edition of the Annual Report is being proof read 		   at this time.  Our Annual Report may be used as a model by the State Health 			   Department.
	-  Time Study Phase 1 of 3 – The Study will be done three times (3 months).  For a four 		   
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	   week period the staff will keep track of how much time they spend in each member 		   town.  This Time Study was from the 2nd week in March through the second week in 		   April.  Unfortunately that is when the Spring flood hit Bound Brook and to a lesser 		   degree Middlesex, therefore more time was spent in those two towns.  During this time 		   period South Bound Brook received 7% of the Commission’s time.  If the higher 		   salaried employee is the one spending time in a municipality then the cost will be more.  	   Watchung is not as big as other towns but because it has many wells and septic 			   systems, more time is spent there.  They have converted to sewers over the last few 	 	   years so that number should come down.
	-  H1N1 is quiet.
	-  Mrs. Barber saw an ad for any organization that wants to run an H1N1 Clinic for their 		   own members.  When the final State Grant is approved the Commission will be calling 		   Churches, all the non-profits, etc.  The Commission will be offering clinics at their 		   sites.	Phase Four Grant is dedicated to populations that thus far have been underserved.   

NewBusiness:

	-  Activities Reports for March and April were reviewed.  No comments.
	-  Mrs. Warrelmann asked if anything was being done regarding mosquito control?  The 		   County surveys regularly and if they see pockets of areas that need to be sprayed now is 	   the time to do it.   If the Commission gets complaints they refer them to the County.  		   Not private property just public places. Once the Summer begins the Commission 		   reports dead bird calls and the County uses that as guidance for areas to be investigated 		   for treatment.   

Addendum To Agenda:

	-  Cat Licensing – This year only 26 cats have been licensed.  It is now costing more to 		   purchase the forms, the tags and postage.   Health Officer Sumner suggested going back 	   to the year the 100 or so were registered and see if those cats exist.  Also, check the 		   rabies clinics of the past to see if those cats are registered.  Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts 		   and those young people that need Community Service credit will be contacted to see if 		   they can assist in the registering of cats.
