Applicant proposes to construct a new building of approximately 11,781 square feet to house a Primrose School franchise school.  The site of this application was previously approved by the Board of Health in 2005 by way of Resolution 2005-15 for a 2 story commercial office building.  The new child care facility will be served by public water, as evidenced by a “will-serve” letter from NJ American Water Company dated September 27, 2010, and by public sewers, as evidenced by Warren Township Sewerage Authority Resolution No. 10-99.  Applicant received NJDEP Statewide General Wetlands Permit #6 in 2003 and a Wetlands Transition Area Averaging Plan Waiver in 2007.  All work related to wetlands has been completed and no further permits are required per Edward A. Kuc, Principal Ecologist for Eastern States Environmental Associates, Inc.

David A. Checchio, Esq of Elite Properties, Thomas Powers, Principal of 117 Mount Bethel Road Associates, Mr. W. Leland Titus, P.E. of Titus Surveying and Engineering, and Burton Eng, Franchise owner and operator of Primrose School, were present.

Mr. Powers, Mr. Titus, and Mr. Eng were sworn in to testify.

Case 1 November 10, 2010- Continued

Mr. Checchio stated that the property is on the corner of Mount Bethel and Powder Horn Road and has already been cleared for development.  This application was heard before the Planning Board and approved.  

Mr. Checchio stated that the facility will be a childcare/day school and preschool in one building open from 6:00 am- 6:30 pm Monday through Friday.  It will serve a maximum of 194 children from 6 weeks old until kindergarten. The building will have 50 parking spots located in the front and will be surrounded by the playgrounds in the rear.  The classrooms will have direct access to these playgrounds which will have a fence around the perimeter.  The playground area will also serve as an emergency staging area if needed.  The building will have sprinklers and a standard HVAC unit.  There is no special air filtration system proposed since this is a stand alone building.

Mr. Powers testified that the school will have a warming kitchen on site that will be used to serve prepared foods that are warmed using convection and microwave warming appliances.  They do not prepare raw foods.  The school will have a commercial refrigerator, freezer and a pantry area for dry foods.  All food will be served to the individual classrooms.

Mr. Powers testified that there will be no nurse on staff and children who become ill are brought to the owners/directors office and are kept there on a cot until the parent can be notified to pick up the child.

Mr. Powers testified that the anticipated number of students by age group and staff to supervise were depicted on the drawings from the architect by using the A1.4 licensing chart that details the number of children of each age and the staff required for supervision.   The A1.4 chart was marked in to evidence as Exhibit A-1. 

Mr. Eng testified that staff is trained by Primrose education and operations specialists prior to the opening of the school.  Ongoing training from Primrose corporate is given to owners, management staff and all caregivers.  

Mr. Sumner stated that the facility will have to get the State license and will have to meet the State requirements for a daycare center.

Mr. Titus testified that the trash enclosure has been added to the plans and is located at the end of the parking lot.  The trash enclosure is in full compliance with the Warren Board of Health Ordinance 97-1a.  

Mr. Morlino is concerned that the trash enclosure will not be maintained.  There are other facilities in town where the trash enclosure doors are always open.  He is concerned about the trash enclosures being left open with young children around.  Mr. Checchio stated that with other facilities, they are usually in a building complex with other businesses.  It is hard to see who has responsibility.  With this facility there is only one tenant that will be responsible.  

Mr. Morlino left the meeting at 7:36pm

Case 1 November 10, 2010- Continued

Mr. Titus testified that the detention basin will be above ground and is located at the corner intersection of the lot at Mount Bethel and Powder Horn Drive.  It is designed for the 100 year storm and there is a design to handle the over flow towards the brook already there.  The detention system will have a filter to handle the water quality.  The water from the parking lot will run through a sand filter before it goes into the detention basin.  

Mr. Sumner stated  that the plans relating to the kitchen area will have to be reviewed by the Health Department to make sure they are in full compliance.  Mr. Sumner asked that that be a condition of the resolution.

Mr. Sumner stated that with the new laws with DEP, the applicant will need to get a letter from DEP clearing the site for a daycare use.  Mr. Checchio stated that they have it and will forward a copy to the Board of Health for their files.  

Mr. Checchio stated that the wetland area will not be impacted as part of this application.  The site has already been cleared for development and the deed restrictions have been filed.

Dr. Sarraf expressed concern about the location of the childcare facility and possible car pollution impacting the children’s health on the playground.  Mr. Checchio stated that the playground area is located in the rear of the building and backs up to the wetland area with trees.  The parking lot is located in the front of the building and will be heavily treed to provide a buffer and shield from Mount Bethel Road.

Motion was made by Mrs. Cooper second by Mr. Riley to approve the application as presented pending the submission of the kitchen plans and a No Further Action letter to the Health Officer.
