Middle Brook Regional Health Commission Report

Mr. Riley stated that the Commission last met on August 16, 2010.

Mr. Riley stated that Bound Brook had paid the first quarter, but not their full allotted share as previously reported.  They are paying the assessment of the visiting nurse.  They also signed the purchase order for the second quarter payment, but it will be short from the amount assessed.

There was a discussion about how much the Commission will be short for the value of services.  It was discussed that the Commission will be short about $63,000 and, since the layoff of Heather Ross who was assigned to Bound Brook, the projected cost for the balance of the year is about $28000.  The thought is that by the end of the year, since only emergency services are being provided, it will be a wash.  

Middle Brook Regional Health Commission Report- Continued

Mr. Riley stated that the Middlesex representative has repeatedly requested data from a time study.  A three month time study was conducted.  The first month there were the floods in Bound Brook, so a lot of time was spent in Bound Brook, so a true picture could not be presented.  The second month was normal, and the third month didn’t give a true picture since only emergency services were being performed for Bound Brook.  The time study and data collected didn’t give a true picture of what occurs on a regular basis.

The primary discussion at the Commission meeting was Bound Brook.  A meeting of all mayors from the Commission to meet with the Mayor from Bound Brook has been planned to discuss Bound Brook’s position with the Commission.  The meeting was to be chaired by the Mayor from Watchung and held in Watchung.  

The Commission passed a resolution to formally notify Bound Brook that they will no longer be a member of the Commission as of January 31, 2011.   That resolution was passed by a 4 to 1 vote.  The Commission doesn’t want them out, but given the fact that they haven’t paid for services, the Commission has given them six month notice.  If there is some solution to the budget issue, the resolution could be rescinded for Bound Brook.  

There was discussion regarding the layoff of Heather Ross, the representative for Bound Brook.    The Commission decided to defer that discussion pending further examination of the Commission’s personnel policies.

The Commission authorized the continuation of the Bound Brook Board of Education contract, where the Commission provides nursing services to non-public schools.  There was discussion as to whether to continue that contract since the Commission is currently only providing emergency services to Bound Brook, but in the end, the vote was in favor to continue the services.  The contract with the Board of Education is separate from the agreement with Bound Brook.

The flu and rabies clinics were discussed and no clinic will be held in Bound Brook.

Mr. Sumner reported on the formation of a Greater Somerset Public Health Partnership.  The purpose of this is to broaden the organization of health-related entities with the hope of attracting more grants and getting better collaboration as we did during the H1N1 services. 

Reports of Employees/Health Officer Report:

Mr. Sumner stated that the flu clinics have been set for September 29 in Middlesex, and September 30 in Warren.  The Flu shot will incorporate the H1N1 in the vaccine.  

Mr. Sumner stated that since the last Commission meeting, the Mayors did meet.  It started out a bit contentious, but toward the end everyone agreed to work towards some solution to the issue.  The Bound Brook Mayor was pretty defensive, stating that the Bound Brook Council was very upset by the letters, and felt they were inappropriate and that they would be seeking other services since they didn’t like the fact that the Commission would only be providing emergency services.  Mr. Sumner tried to explain to the Bound Brook Mayor, that he reviews all the calls that come in regarding Bound Brook and makes the determination whether it needs to be addressed.  Currently routine inspection and nuisance complaints are not being handled.  Communicable disease issues, new food establishments and other essential health services are being taken care of. 

Reports of Employees/Health Officer Report Continued:

The Bound Brook Council has asked their Board of Health to meet, but Mr. Sumner has not been invited, to discuss this issue.

Mr. Sumner received a letter from the Administrator of Bound Brook that has expressed a strange interpretation of the dollar amounts.  He has taken the $120,000 that was the original amount owed to the Commission and broken that down to a certain number of hours.  He didn’t recognize that the $120,000 doesn’t just pay for inspections services, but also includes Administrative services and other activities.  The tone of the letter from the Administrator was that he still wanted to work it out with the Commission.  

The State Department of Health was notified by the Commission as to the situation with Bound Brook.  Mr. Sumner stated the only response received from the State was that they have received the letter.

Mr. Sumner stated at the applicant’s Board of Health hearing the Board requested, soils testing on the site for lead.  The applicant agreed to this request and the sampling and analysis was conducted.  Seven samples were gathered: one each from the foot print of the house, one in the location of the former septic tank, one in the location of the former underground storage tank and one in the location of where the trucks were parked.  All the sample results returned with no lead detected above laboratory detection limit, or the NJDEP’s Unrestricted Use Direct Contact Soil Cleanup Criteria for lead.

Mr. Sumner stated that the New Jersey Local Board of Health Association, which all the Boards are members of by way of the Commission, developed a Board Member Handbook over the last 12 to 18 months.  The handbook was submitted to the Health Officers Association for comment.  They have taken that handbook and developed a certification program based on the content of the hand book.  Mr. Sumner stated he doesn’t know much about the certification program.

Mr. Sumner handed out a proposed local ordinance for tobacco control he is proposing to all members of the Commission.  He asked the Board members to review it and at the next Board meeting would like to discuss it.  The ordinance reiterates what the State law says, but is more stringent at the local level and it does not allow the exemptions the State law allows for tobacco retail establishments.  

Mr. Sumner handed out a proposal for updating the fee ordinance.  This proposal is being drafted for all 6 towns of the Commission.  Mr. Sumner stated that he would like the fees uniform across the 6 Commission towns.  Mr. Sumner stated that the fee increases for Warren are few.
